Did you know?  Computer Trivia 

Bits, Bytesñwhy Little Bytes and Grand Bytes??? 

All computer data is just a series of 0s and 1s. 

Each of these is called a òbinary digitó, or abbrevi-

ated as òbitó. A byte is a collection of 8 bits.  These 

are the standard units of digital data transmitted 

over network connections.  ThusñGrand Comput-

ers Club is òtransmittingó bits of information in 

what we hope are interesting and informative ways! 

Youõve heard of kilobytes , megabytes, gigabytes? 

These terms refer to  large numbers of bits and 

bytes. The òkiloó (Kb), òmegaó(Mb) and  ògigaó (Gb) 

prefixes are often the preferred way to express da-

ta transfer rates. Your home network might be able 

to download data at 1 million bytes every second, 

which is more appropriately written as 8 megabits 

per second, or even 8 Mb/s.
