What a Month

As I write my column this 
month I am just recover-
ing from a severe upper 
respiratory disease.  
Thank goodness it was not 
Covid so I was able to re-

ceive an antibiotic which helped knock 
out the virus. 

Right before my illness I received my 
new iPhone 12 Pro with 5G.  Now, Iõm 
sure that many of you have heard of 5G 
technology but really donõt know what 
the hype is.  Well, let me try and explain 
it in basic terms. 

Fifth-generation wireless (5G) is the lat-
est iteration of cellular technology, engi-
neered to greatly increase the speed and 
responsiveness of wireless networks. 
Videos, games and applications on your 
smartphone will run much faster over a 
5G network.  With 5G, data transmitted 
over wireless broadband connections can 
travel at multigigabit speeds with poten-

tial peak speeds as high as 20 gigabits per 
second (Gbps) by some estimates. These 
speeds exceed wireline network speeds and 
offer latency of 1 millisecond (ms) or lower, 
which is useful for applications that require 
real-time feedback. 5G will enable a sharp in-
crease in the amount of data transmitted 
over wireless systems due to more available 
bandwidth and advanced antenna technology. 

5G networks and services will be deployed in 
stages over the next several years to accom-
modate the increasing reliance on mobile and 
internet-enabled devices. Overall, 5G is ex-
pected to generate a variety of new applica-
tions and business cases as the technology is 
rolled out. 

5G may not be in your area yet but all the ma-
jor carriers have extensive roll-out plans for 
the technology. 

Also, I would be remiss if I didnõt mention our 
need for Monitors.  If you are a monitor, 
please sign up for one day next week.  We 
NEED you to keep the club open.
